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GETTING STARTED

BATTERY REMOVAL AND INSTALLATION

1. Make sure the unit is turned Off.

2.	 Locate	the	battery	cover	on	the	bottom	
of the car carrier. Use a screwdriver 

to loosen the screw and then open 

the battery cover. 

3. If present, remove old batteries 

by pulling up on one end of each 

battery. 

4.	 Install	2	new	AAA	(AM-4/LR03)	batteries	following	the	diagram	
inside	the	battery	box.	(For	best	performance,	alkaline	
batteries	or	fully	charged	Ni-MH	rechargeable	batteries	are	
recommended).

5. Replace the battery cover and tighten the screw to secure.

WARNING:

Adult assembly required for battery installation.

•	 Insert	batteries	with	the	correct	polarity	(+	and	-).
•	 Do	not	mix	old	and	new	batteries.

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PRODUCT FEATURES
1. Off/On Switch

 To turn the unit On, slide the Off/

On Switch to On  position. You 

will hear an opening tune, phrases 

and a playful song. To turn the unit 

Off, slide the Off/On Switch to the 

Off  position.

2. Pull Cord

 To convert the Road Rescue Car Carrier from a push toy to 

a pull toy, remove the pull cord from the battery compartment 

and thread it through the eyelet on the bottom of the car 

carrier.	For	your	child’s	safety	we	suggest	you	store	the	pull	
cord in the compartment until your child is walking and to 

supervise your child when playing with the pull cord.

3. Automatic Shut-Off

 To conserve battery life, the Road Rescue Car Carrier 

automatically powers off after 40 seconds of inactivity. You 

can reactivate the car carrier by pressing any button.

NOTE

If the unit powers down or if the light fades out during play, please 

install a new set of batteries.
