Connect one end of an Ethernet cable (RJ-45) to one of the LAN ports (P1~P3)
of the router and the other end of the cable (RJ-45) into the Ethernet port
on your computer.

Connect one end of the power cord to the router’s power port on the rear
panel, and the other side into a wall outlet.

Power on the device by pressing down the power switch on the rear panel.

The system startsto initiate. After completing the system test, the ACT LED
will light up and start blinking.

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3.2 Wall-Mounted Installation
