The M8 Nuts and Washers pre-installed on the rear axle, dis-assemble them except the Big washer 

(keep the big washer), then insert the rear axle through the vehicle body.

Make sure there is a gap between the rear axle screw thread and the rear wheel.

Add another 2 or 3 washers if the gap is too big. Turn the wheel with your hands  

and ensure the wheel can rotate smoothly. Remove any excess washer if the wheel 

cannot rotate smoothly.

Do not operate the product if the wheel is too tight to prevent damaging the motor.
