
          
            INSTRUCTION MANUAL 
                      FOR PET FEEDER

1.  Before using the product, thoroughly read this manual.

2.  Use the device indoors and away from heat, humidity, dust, and direct sunlight.

3.  Ensure the device is on a level and solid surface.

4.  Do not place other items on top of the device.

5.  Suitable for dry pet food sizes between 5-15mm. Avoid canned, liquid, or 

    semi-finished foods.

6.  If children operate the device, ensure adult supervision.

7.   Regularly check and clean the food inside for hygiene.

8.  Do not insert objects, including hands, into the food outlet or barrel while it's running.

9.  Train pets to avoid tipping the device and chewing wires.

10.  Only rinse the feeding bowl with water; avoid direct water contact with the main device.

11.   Always unplug the adapter before cleaning. Avoid plugging or unplugging with wet hands.

12.  Clean the feed barrel and bowl with a sponge and neutral detergent. Avoid abrasive agents.

13.  The device can operate using backup power, powered by four AA batteries.

14.  Rechargeable batteries are not suitable for this device.

15.  Do not mix old and new batteries.

16.  Ensure the correct installation of battery electrodes.

17.   Promptly remove depleted batteries.

18.  If not in use for long periods, remove batteries to avoid leakage.

19.  Dispose of used batteries responsibly for environmental considerations.

20.  Only professionals should attempt to repair, modify, or disassemble the product.
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1.  Begin by pulling the handle and lifting the lid as illustrated in Fig. 1.
2.  Proceed to rotate the feed barrel in a clockwise direction to detach it, as shown in Fig. 2.

 
3. To take out the feeding bowl, pull it all the way to the front and angle the entire casing 
   backward by approximately 30 degrees. This action is depicted in Fig. 3.

 4. Once removed, ensure to cleanse both the feed barrel and the feeding bowl. After washing, 
     dry both components completely. Refer to Fig. 4 for visual guidance.
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5.  Prepare four AA batteries and insert them ensuring correct alignment with 
    the electrode positions. This process is visualized in Fig. 5.

6.  Connect the device to a power source by attaching the adapter to the 
    DC jack of the feeder, as illustrated in Fig. 6. Once connected, proceed 
    to plug the adapter into an electrical outlet.

7.  To reassemble, position the feed barrel back inside the casing and rotate 
   it in a counterclockwise direction ensuring it locks securely in place. See 
   Fig. 7 for reference.

  Control Panel Functions

8.  Align the bowl with the slide mechanism, ensuring that the slots of the 
    bowl match with the sliders, and push it securely into the feeder, as 
    illustrated in Fig. 8.

9. Proceed to fill the feeder with the desired amount of pet feed. Refer to 
   Fig. 9 for visualization.

10. To finalize the set-up, cover the top of the feeder with its lid and firmly 
      press the handle down until it locks in place. This action is depicted 
      in Fig. 10.

  Time Setting

  * After setting, make sure 
    the feeding bowl is pulled
    out to the end.   Please keep the surfaces 

  of the sensors on both sides 
  of the food outlet clean. If the 
  feeder does not dispense 
  food properly after some time, 
  please wipe the surface of 
  the sensors.

1.Up to four meals can be set per day, with up to 20 portions 

   (about 100g) per meal.
2.The feeder will automatically dispense food according to the 

   schedule once the settings are completed .

3. .Press and hold the "   " or "   " keys to quickly adjust the numbers

4.In the event of a complete power loss to the feeder, you are required

   to reconfigure the clock settings. However, the feeding time and 

   portion settings do not need to be reconfigured.

5.Please replenish food when the food shortage indicator 

   blinks.

1. You can set up to four meals a day, with each meal 
   dispensing up to 20 portions (about 100g per portion).
2.I f the power is lost, you'll have to reset the time and 
   feeding settings.
3.B y pressing and holding the "+" or "-" keys, you can 
   quickly adjust numbers.
4.W hen the food shortage indicator blinks, it's time to refill
   the feeder.
5.F or manual feeding, press and hold the manual feeding
   key for over 3 seconds. You can dispense a maximum 
   of 20 portions per manual feed (about 100g).
