In the cuse that the power cuble becomes dumaged, this must be substituted only by specidlised
foersonnel uuthorised by the maunufucturer.

Always ensure the uppliunce is eurthed. If you have uny doubts check with u gudlified elec-

Avoid using extension leuds with the unit.

Before cleuninyg or muintenunce operdutions, ulways unpluy the unit from the socket.

Do not pull on or pluce struin onh the power cuble when moving the uppliunce.

The uppliunce should hot be installed where the atmosphere may contain combustible guses,
oil or sulphur, or neur heut sources.

If the uppliunce is utilised in ureus where there is No ventilation of air, it is necessury to tuke pre-
cuutions to uvoid thut the refrigerunt guses that may leuk from the uppliance do hot remuin
in the room, thereby cuusing u fire hazard.

This uppliance must be utilised und installed only in rooms with < total volume of 15 cubic metres
or greuter,

The refrigerant used in this uppliance would cuuse dumage to the ozone layer if relused into the
atmosphere.

Keep the unit ut least 50 cm away from inflummable substunces (ulcohol etc) or pressurised con-
tdiners (ey. uerosol cuns).

Avoid using heuters near the unit.

The puckuying muteridls cun be recycled. You are therefore recommended to place them in
the speciul contuiners for differentiated wuste collection.

HOW TO USE THE AIRCONDITIONER WITH WATER

These dir conditioners cun use both dir und water to cool the condenser (the hot puart) of the dir
conditioner.

To utilise the full potentiul of your uir conditioner, the funk E needs to be filed with wuter. The wuter
is used. To increuse the cooling power und reduce the hoise level und energy consumption of the dir
conditioner. The water that is used in then expelled from the machine us wauter vapour through the
exhuust hose @ (it does hot yo into room).

Always use cleun fop wuter (which doesh’t contfuin salts). As u rule the water will usudily last dbout 8
hours however this depends on the conditions within the room, such us temperature, humidity, insula-
tion und uspect und humber of people. In turbo Mode the water will dlso be used more yuickly.

You muy ulso use the uirconditioner on uir cooling only (without filing the wuter tank . If you only requi-
re the lower cooliny power.

IN HIGH HUMIDITY CONDITIONS
Wuater is extracted from the dir in the room, this water is ulso used to cool the condenser. When
the humidity is particulary high an excess of water may buid up in the infernal tank. This can be

druined by removiny the bung from the drain hose [11] and druining into o suituble receptucle.

IMPORTANT: if the room temperature is 32°C or over the airconditioner must be operated with with
water in the tank.

SETTING THE TIMER

The programmer/timer , like dll clocks,
must be set to the exuct time. If for exumple
it is 4.00 pm. (16.00), turn the didl in u clockwi-
se direction (followihy the direction of the
arrow) until the number 16 is lined up with the
friangular pointer (the darrows indicutes 4:.00
P.M. approximately ).

N.B.: Never turh the didl in an anfi-clockwise
direction!

The timer is in effect, un electric clock und
works only if the pluy is connected to the
power supply.

AIR CONDITIONING FUNCTIONS
To turn the unit on in dir conditioning Mmode,
proceed us follows:

1. Rotute the function selector didl
clockwise:

speed (uffer 3 minutes the signal light
will come on).

The temperdature is hot expressed in deygrees.
We recommend that you turn the thermostat
diul to the muximum position.

The temperature selec-
ted in this way will automaticully be regulated
and muintdined, und save enheryy. When
reguluting the thermostut, the dir conditio-
ning function is temporurily interrupted und
the unit continues to operute in fun only
mode. In this way, the appliance keeps the
dir temperature within the room even.

Delay on Start Up

1. A specidl sufety device will delay the start
of dir conditionig by upproximately 3 to 5
minutes when switching between func-
tions or on initial start up.

2. You muy ulso experience u slight delay
between chunyging from one function to
another.

TURBO POWER (only for PAC60eco)

The Turbo Power mode wus conceived to
provide the uppliunce with a greuter cooling
potential. This is particularly useful when you
wunt to bring the temperuture of u very
wdarm room yuickly down to g more comfor-
table level. In this cuse:

Mdake sure that the tank is full of water (see
puyge 22);

Mdake sure that the funhction selector switch
is in the lurge crystul position.

Press the Turbo Power button . The activa-
tion of the function will be signuled when the
wuarning light turns on.

VENTILATION/FILTRATION

PURIFICATION FILTER (only on some models)
The Symbol = on the control punel distin-
guishes the models which huve beeh eyuip-
ped with the purification filter. In addition to
dust, this filter is dble to cupture even the
smullest sized purticles und impurities (up to
0.003 millimetres), such us cigurette smoke.
The purificution filter should never be used
with the dust filter, which is dlso included with
the uppliunce. Therefore:

A. If you wish tfo use the purificution filter:
Remove the purification filter from the filter
housing; Remove the uspiration yrill (fiy.

PROBLEM WARNING LIGHT

The lighted pilot light A indicates that the

sufety device of the pressure switch has swit-

ched on. In this cuse the uppliunce is deuc-

tivated. To restore the proper functioning of

the uppliunce, eliminate the possible causes

he problem and press the restore button

The cuuses muy be:

1) The exhaust hose forms a siphon in which
condensation water has accumulated: in
this cuse, it is necessury to druin the uccu-
mulated out of the machine, outwards
(never towurds the dir conditioner) und
eliminate the siphon on the hose.

2) The exhaust hose is obstructed: eliminute
the obstucles which obstruct the expulsion
of the uir o the outside.

If, ufter having repositioned the druinuge tube,

the muchine still does not sturt up, the problem

might be more complicated (ex.: obstructed
ventilution fun) und could require the ussistun-
ce of the Authorised Service Centre.

CLEANING THE FILTERS

After washing it, let the filter dry before re-
inserting it into the holder.

Purification filter

Cleun the externul side of the purification fil-
ter once u week. Use u vucuum cleuner ut
an infermediute power level. Never cleun
the inside of the filter. Repluce the purificution
filter at the end of euch seuson or in uny
cuse, when it is ho longer effective.
