Internet security

Samsung takes a number of steps to protect its Internet-compatible Smart TVs against unauthorized incursions and
hacking. For example, certain sensitive communications between the TV and the Internet servers are encrypted. In
addition, the TV's operating system has adopted controls to prevent the installation of unauthorized applications.
Although we take steps to protect your Smart TV and personal information, no Internet-connected device or
transmission is completely secure.

01 TVlnstallation

Mounting the TV on a wall (Wall mount kit not supplied)
If you mount this TV on a wall, follow the instructions exactly as set out by the manufacturer. If it is not
correctly mounted, the TV may slide orfall and cause serious injury to a child or adult and serious damage
tothe TV.
 Referto the installation manual included with the Samsung wall mount kit.
* You can mount the TV on the wall using a wall mount kit (sold separately).

Wall mount bracket v

Samsung Electronics is not responsible for any damage to the product erinjury to yourself or others if you choose
to install the wall mount on your own.

You can install your wall mount on a solid wall perpendicular to the floor. Before attaching the wall mount to
surfaces other than plaster board, contact your nearest dealer for additional information. If you install the TVon a
ceiling or slanted wall, it may fall and result in severe personal injury.

When installing a wall mount kit, we recommend you fasten all four VESA screws.

If you want to install a wall mount kit that attaches to the wall using two top screws only, be sure to use a Samsung
wall mount kit that supports this type of installation. (You may not be able to purchase this type of wall mount kit,
depending on the geographical region.)

Standard dimensions forwall mount kits are shown in the table on the next page.

Do not install yourwall mount kit while your TV is turned on. This may result in personal injury from electric
shock.

Providing proper ventilation foryour TV
When you install your TV, maintain a distance of at least 4 inches (10 cm) between the TV and other objects (walls,
cabinet sides, etc.) to ensure proper ventilation. Failing to maintain proper ventilation may result in a fire ora problem
with the product caused by an increase in its internal temperature.
* Whenyou install your TV with a stand or a wall mount, we strongly recommend you use parts provided by Samsung
Electronics only. Using parts provided by another manufacturer may cause difficulties with the product or result in
injury caused by the product falling.

3. Connect the brackets fixed to the TV and the brackets fixed to the wall
with a durable, heavy-duty string, and then tie the string tightly.
- Install the TV near the wall so that it does not fall backwards.
— Connect the string so that the brackets fixed to the wall are at the
same height as or lower than the brackets fixed to the TV.

03 Initial Setup

the screen and configure the TV's basic settings to suit your viewing environment.
 To perform the Initial Setup using the SmartThings app, you must connect your mobile device via Wi-Fi.
 If the pop-up for setup does not appear automatically in the SmartThings app on your mobile device, manually add
the TV using Add Device on the dashboard of the SmartThings app, and then continue with the set up process.
* The SmartThings app is available for mobile devices running Android 6.0 or higher oriOS10 or higher.
* Noise may occur temporarily when the TV communicates with mobile devices.

Using the TV Controller

You can turn on the TV with the TV Controller button at the bottom of the TV, and then use the Control menu. The
Control menu appears when the TV Controller button is pressed while the TV is On. For more information about its

usage, refer to the figure below.

* The screen may dim if the protective film on the SAMSUNG logo or the bottom of the TV is not removed. Please

Detection function.

Be sure to wipe the exterior and screen carefully using a soft cloth to
prevent scratches.
Do not spray water or any liquid directly onto the TV. Any liquid that
goes into the product may cause a failure, fire, or electric shock.
To clean the screen, turn off the TV, then gently wipe away smudges
and fingerprints on the panel with a micro-fiber cloth. Clean the
body or panel of the TV with a micro-fiber cloth dampened with a
small amount of water. After that, remove the moisture with a dry
cloth. While cleaning, do not apply strong force to the surface of the
panel because it can damage the panel. Never use flammable liquids
(benzene, thinner, etc.) or a cleaning agent. For stubborn smudges,
spray a small amount of screen cleaner on a micro-fiber cloth, and
then use the cloth to wipe away the smudges.
