SLEEP MODE

e ALOW NOISE AND ENERGY SAVING MODE. The lowest cooling
temperature in this mode is higher than that in normal mode, the cooling
rate is slower and the noise is less.

COOL MODE

e To achieve the quickest cooling, fill the fridge with beverages which have
already been refrigerated.

e The lowest possible temperature depends on the ambient environment.

e Do not keep the door open or open/close the door
frequently.
e Do not directly cool hot objects.

e Switch to ECO mode in case of poor heat
dissipation because the fan speed will be slower
under the ECO mode.
