Turning the Phone On

To turn the phone on, press and hold the red end key until the screen
lights up.

If you switch on the mobile phone before inserting the SIM card,

it prompts you to insert the SIM card. The mobile phone checks
whether the SIM card is valid automatically after it is inserted.

When you first switch on your phone it will ask you to set the
language. The following prompts appear on the screen in sequence
when the mobile phone is just switching on:

« Input phone password - If the password of the phone has been set.
«Input PIN - If the password of the SIM card has been set.

- Searching - The mobile phone is searching for available network.

Turning the Phone Off

To turn the phone off, press and hold the red key until the screen
turns blank.

Press the number key one time to display the first
letter, two times to display the second letter, etc.

SOS Emergency Button
Important Notice: Wireless phones, including this device, operate
using radio signals, wireless networks, landline networks, and user-

programmed functions. Because of this, connections in all conditions

and/or locations cannot be guaranteed. You should never rely solely
on any wireless device for medical emergency communication.

You can set the emergency numbers in the phone book according
to your requirements; you can set a total of up to five emergency
numbers. In case of an emergency, when the SOS button is pushed
down the phone will automatically send a text message to the first

emergency number set up on the phone. The mobile phone will then

make the emergency call. If the first call fails, the phone will proceed
to dialling the second emergency number. In this manner the phone
will circulate the emergency contact numbers in order to receive an
answer. The phone will also sound an alarm when an emergency call
or message is sent.

Please note: If one of the emergency numbers has a voicemail
system, the phone will assume that the call has been answered and

will no longer call any more of the emergency numbers.
To activate the SOS function, first add at least one SOS number
then switch SOS status to “ON".

Attention! The Emergency SOS button will only make calls if:
1. ASIM card is in the mobile.

2. Thereis at least one SOS number programmed.

3. Thereis a SOS text message saved.

Status

To view the SOS status go to SOS Menu/Status. Press Up or Down
navigation key to choose either ON and OFF. Press the Left soft key
for OK.

SOS number list

To add the Emergeny Contact Numbers from Phonebook:

Security Settings

This is to prevent your mobile phone from illegal use. You can set
SIM or PIN security as ON/OFF in Settings/Security Settings/Sim
lock. PIN can be obtained from your network provider. You can
also set Phone Lock as ON/OFF in Settings/SecuritySettings/Phone
Lock.

NOTE: The default phone lock password is 0000. Please change
into your own private password as soon as possible.

Screen Auto Lock - to set time for automatic screen timeout and
keypad lock.

Key vibrate switch

Key vibrate determines when a press is registered without looking
at the actual display. It also improves the accuracy of keypad
typing. To switch on/off the vibration of the keys please go to
Settings/Key vibrate switch.

Voice dial

When you press a number to dial, the phone speaks the number
you pressed. To switch on/off the voice dial function please go to
Settings/Voice dial. You can also adjust the volume to your liking.

Speed Dial
1. Press the Left soft key to access the menu. Press Up or Down
navigation key until Settings appears. Press the Left soft key.

2. Select Speed dial and press the left soft key.

3. Scroll up and down and select Number list. You can set the
phone numbers to the desired number keys. Press left soft key
for Options and select Edit and type the number manually or
press the Left soft key to select contacts from Phonebook.

Status - to view if the Speed dial is activated or not.

Indication LED

The indication lights lets you identify if you have an unread message,

a missed call and an incoming call. You can disable the indication
lights in Settings/Indication LED.

Flight mode

When activated, this mode suspends the device's radio-frequency
signal transmission technologies, effectively disabling the device
from sending or receiving calls, text messages and data services. You
can activate/deactivate Flight mode in Settings/Flight mode.

SIM card Error

Phone does not turn on

1. Ensure you have held the power button
down for more than 5 seconds.

2. Re-insert the battery and retry turning on
the phone.

3. Plug charger into the phone and ensure
the battery is charged.

Cannot connect to a network

1. Signal strength may be weak, try moving
your location and try again.

2. It may be possible that you are using
the phone beyond the network service
coverage area.
