AWARNING

Do not pull or carry charger by the
cord, use cord as a handle, close a
door on cord, or pull cord around
sharp edges or corners. Do not
run appliance over cord.

Prevent unintentional starting.
Ensure the switch is in the off-
position before picking up or
carrying the appliance. Carrying
the appliance with your finger on
the switch or energizing appliance
that have the switch on invites
accidents.

When using
with the Wand, be sure it does not pop through the opening at the end of the Wand.

Empty the Dirt Collection Tank

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The dirt collection tank should be
emptied before debris reaches the
FULL line.

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Hold the hand vacuum vertically and
depress release button on the front to
release the dirt collection tank.

Grasp filter tabs and pull vertically to
remove filter cup and empty dirt into
waste container.

Replace filter back into the dirt cup
and attach dirt cup to hand vacuum
until it snaps securely into place.

Cleaning or Replacing the Brush Roll

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Turn power OFF and detach motorized
brush if attached OR turn unit over to
access the brush roll.

Use a coin to remove the brush roll,
turning counter clockwise to unlock.

Then simply lift the brush out of the
foot and clean off hair or other debris
from brush roll.

Place the cleaned brush roll back into
the foot of unit and use coin to turn
lock clockwise to lock into place.

Cleaning or Replacing the Fliter

Attach filter cup back into the dirt cup
and attach to hand vacuum until it
snaps securely in place.

NOTE: After heavy usage, you may clean the filter and filter cup by washing it
gently by hand in warm water and mild dish detergent. Rinse thoroughly and
make certain it is completely dry before replacing it.
