» Never a.dd any food substance to the bread, bagel or any other item prior to toasting (such as
butter, jelly or marmalade). This may cause a fire as well as lead to electrocution.

» Never operate the toaster on its side.
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» Do not use the toaster without the slide out crumb tray in place. Do not allow crumbs to build
up in the crumb tray. Failure to clean the crumb tray regularly may result in a fire hazard.

» To turn off the appliance, switch off at the wall outlet and remove the plug.
» Unplug the unit from the wall outlet and allow to cool before attempting to dislodge food and
before cleaning, covering or storing.

» Strictly follow the Care and Cleaning instructions.
» Do not clean with metal scouring pads. Pieces can break off the pad and touch electrical parts,
creating a shock hazard.

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OPERATING YOUR MegaChef 4-SLICE TOASTER

BEFORE THE FIRST USE, YOU NEED TO

1. Remove all packaging materials including those that may be inside the toasting slots or toasting
lever slots.

2. Wipe the exterior with a damp sloth. Dry thoroughly. Do not use abrasive cleaners.
3. Do not put the Toaster, cord or plug in water.

4. Be sure crumb tray is pushed all the way into the back of the Toaster and the toasting lever are in the
UP position.

5. Unwrap power cord from cord storage area on underside of Toaster and plug into a 120V AC outlet.
6. Turn the browning selector knob to (1), the lightest setting.

7. Lower both of the toasting levers until they lock in place. Operate without bread once or twice to
burn off any manufacturing residue. You may notice an alight amount of smoke; this is normal and will
stop as the heating elements continue to heat.

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Special Notice:

1. After pulling down the lever, function can be chosen and changed in 15s. When the time is past,
function is locked. Only browness level can be adjusted.

2. When one toasting program is completed, the toaster will memorise the brownness setting in 3
minutes. In this time frame your next toasting will be starting at the last setting. Note: only support
toast function. )

TIPS

1. Toasting is a combination of cooking and drying the bread. Therefore, differences in moisture level
from one bread to another can result in varying toasting times.

2. For slightly dry bread, use a lower setting than you normally would.
3. For very fresh bread or whole wheat bread, use a higher setting than normal.
4. Breads with very uneven surfaces (such as English muffins) will require a higher toast setting.

5. Thickly cut pieces of bread (including bagels) will take longer to toast, sometimes significantly
longer, since more moisture must be evaporated from the bread before toasting can occur. Very thick
pieces may require two cycles.

6. When toasting raisin or other fruit breads, remove any loose raisins, etc. from the surface of the
bread before putting into the toaster. This will help prevent fruit pieces from falling into the toaster
or sticking to the guide wires in the slot.

7. Before toasting bagels, slice each bagel into two equal halves.

NOTE:

1. The toasting lever will not lock into position unless the Toaster is plugged into a 120V AC electrical
outlet.

2. Never operate the toaster without the crumb tray in place.
3. When toasting a single slice, the bread may be placed in any toasting slot.

4.To prevent a fire hazard, never place bread over the opening of the Toaster, always place bread into
the slots.

5. DO NOT change the browning selector knob selection during the toasting cycle. First press the
CANCEL button; then turn the browning selector knob to adjust the browning lever. Lower the
toasting lever and toast until the desired toast color is achieved.

6. Never use a fork or sharp-edged utensil to remove toast, because that may damage the heating
element or cause injury.

« Heck on the bottom of the toaster for a metal tab to release the crumb
tray plate (and crumbs!) over a trash can.

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« If there are bread crumbs on the coils themselves, ensure that the toaster
is off and not connected to any power, then gently pry the crumbs out of
the heating element.
