Food is Unevenly Chopped.

Either you are chopping too much food at one time, or the pieces are not of
even size and processing smaller amounts per batch.

Food is Chopped Too Fine or is
Too Watery.

The food has been over processed. Use AUTO-iQ™ Pulse button for
controlled processing.

Food Collects On Lid or On the
Sides of the Container.

The mixture is too thick. Add more liquid.
