Hints for fresh food refrigeration (only for fridge
mode)

* Cover or wrap the food, particularly if it has a
strong flavour.

* Position the food so that air can circulate freely
around it.

* For best performance, leave enough space in
the refrigerator compartment for air to circulate
around the packages. Also leave enough room at
the front so the door can close tightly.

* Do not store warm food or evaporating liquids in
the refrigerator.

* Meat (all types): wrap in suitable packaging and
place on the glass shelf above the vegetable
drawer. Store meat for at most 1-2 days.

* Cooked foods and cold dishes: cover and place on
any shelf.

* Fruit and vegetables: clean thoroughly and place in
the vegetable drawer.
