5.1 Side brush cleaning and replacement

Check the condition of the side brush from time to time to see if it is damaged or
entangled with foreign objects. Clean the side brush with a cleaning tool or rag.
When the side brush is damaged and cannot be used, please replace it in time.

5.2 Two-in-one water tank assembly maintenance

Press the two-in-one water tank release button to take out the two-in-one
water tank.




[Open the dust box cover, take out the high-efficiency filter and remove the mop. ]
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Itis not recommended to wash the high-efficiency filter with water. Please tap it

gently to remove dust.

[Rinse the dust box and mop clean.




Dry the dust box and filter components to ensure their service life.
It is recommended to wash the two-in-one water tank after 15-30 days of use.
The maximum service life of the high-efficiency filter is 3 months.

Put the primary high-efficiency filter back into the two-in one water tank, and then
stick the mop to the tray.
Before installation, make sure the dust box, high-efficiency filter and mop are dry.

5.3 Dust collector maintenance
( Place dust bag )

Open the dust collector cover, insert the dust bag guide plate into the dust bag
position of the dust collector, and fully insert the dust bag handle into the dust
bag guide plate. Close the cover.




Open the dust collector cover, pinch the dust bag handle and pull it upwards to
separate the dust bag from the dust collector.
Then follow the steps for placing the dust bag and replace it with a new one.
