Pairing: After entering the pairing state, turn on wireless on the

device (phone/computer) and search for the device name

"POLVCDG X13"Click the device "POLVCDG X13" to pair the connection
and the connection is successful.

During an incoming call: The blue light blinks.

When charging: The red light is long on.

When fully charged: Blue light is long on.

Low battery warning: When the battery is low, the red light blinks and
an announcement is played every two minutes.

USB data transfer mode: The blue indicator is blinking.

1. Connect the headphones to your computer via the magnetic cable.
2. Open the disk on your computer.
3. Import audio files to the disk.

Charging

1. The headphones use a built-in rechargeable battery, which must be fully
charged when using the headphones for the first time. If the voice prompts low
battery, you need to charge the headphones on time.

2. Connect the charging cable to the magnetic charging port of the headphones,
and it will be fully charged in about 2 hours. The indicator light stays red while
charging and turns blue when fully charged.

Warning!!!

1. Magnetic charging has positive and negative poles corresponding to each
other, mutual adsorption can be normal charging, mutual rejection can not be
charged, or even cause a short circuit.

2. The rechargeable battery of this product must be properly disposed of for recycling.
Please do not put the battery into the fire to avoid causing an explosion.

Matters needing attention

1. Do not soak the headphones in the seawater/salt water for a long time. Rinse the
charging magnetic part with fresh water after use.

2. If you do not use it for a long time, please charge it at least once a month.

3. Please do not disassemble any part of the product without permission. If the
product is found defective, stop using the product immediately.

Contact the seller for after-sales treatment.

4. After each exercise, please wipe the water on the surface of the headphones,
especially the position of the charging magnetic suction port. It should be cleaned in
time to prevent sweat and salt water from corroding the charging port and affecting
the service life of the product.

5. Keep the product away from fire, heat source, freezing source, and chemicals, and
prohibit violent impact, disassembly, and extrusion of the product.

6. Please use the charging head with output 5V 1A or less. If the charge is greater
than 5V, it will cause the headphones to heat up, which may cause damage to the
battery and motherboard.
