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E6 Error code
When there is excessive debris inside the dustbin, or when the telescopic rod or floor brush hose is blocked, the red dustbin full indicator light will flash, and error code ‘E6’ will display for 10 seconds before turning off.

E7 Error code
The adapter is using the wrong current or the adapter is damaged. Error code ‘E7’ appears for 10 seconds and then disappears.
