SETUP ANDSWITCHON YOUR PHONE

Mini SIM

Important: This device is designed to be usedwith amini SIM card only. Use of incompatible

SIM cardsmay damage the card or the device, andmay corrupt data stored on the card.

Note: Switch the device o� and disconnect the charger and any other device before

removing any covers. Avoid touching electronic components while changing any covers.

Always store and use the device with any covers a�ached.
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Set up your phone

1. Put your fingernail in the small slot at the

bo�om of the phone, lift and remove the

cover.

2. If the ba�ery is in the phone, lift it out.

3. Slide the SIM card into the SIM1 slot

with the contact area face down. If you

have a second SIM, slide it into the SIM2

slot. Both SIM cards are available at the

same timewhen the device is not being

used, but while one SIM card is active, for

example, making a call, the other may be

unavailable.

4. If you have amemory card, slide it in the

memory card slot.

5. Line up the ba�ery contacts, and put the

ba�ery in.

6. Put back the back cover.

Switch on your phone

Press and hold�.

CHARGE YOUR PHONE

Your ba�ery has been partially charged at the factory, but youmay need to recharge it before

you can use your phone.

Charge the ba�ery

1. Plug the charger into a wall outlet.
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2. Connect the charger to the phone. When done, unplug the charger from the phone, then

from thewall outlet.

If the ba�ery is completely discharged, it may take several minutes before the charging

indicator is displayed.

Tip: You can use USB charging when awall outlet is not available. The e�iciency of USB

charging power varies significantly, and it may take a long time for charging to start and the

device to start functioning.

KEYPAD

Use the phone keys

• To see the apps and features of your phone, on the home screen, select Menu .

• To go to an app or feature, press the scroll key up, down, left, or right. To open the app or

feature, press the scroll key.

Lock the keypad

To avoid accidentally pressing the keys, lock the keypad: select Go to > Lock keypad . To

unlock the keypad, select Unlock .

Switch on the flashlight

On the home screen, quickly scroll up twice to switch on the flashligt.

To switch o� the flashlight, scroll up once.

Do not shine the light in anyone’s eyes.

Writewith the keypad

Press a key repeatedly until the le�er is shown.

To type in a space press 0 .

To type in a special character or punctuationmark, select Opt. > Insert options >

twice.

2. Press the call key. If asked, select which SIM to use.

3. To end the call, press the end key.

Answer a call

CONTACTS

Add a contact

Save and organize your friends’ phone numbers.

1. Select Menu >� > Add contact .

2. Select where youwant to save it, on Phone or SIM card

3. Write the name, and type in the number.

4. Select OK .

Save a contact from call log

1. Select Menu >� > Missed calls , Received calls , or Dialled numbers depending on from

where youwant to save the contact.

2. Highlight the number youwant to save, select Opt. > Save , and select where youwant to

save the contact.

3. Add the contact’s name, check that the phone number is correct, and select OK .
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Call a contact

You can call a contact directly from the contacts list.

1. Select Menu >� > Names .

2. Scroll to a contact and press the call key.

SENDMESSAGES

Write and sendmessages

1. Select Menu >� > Createmessage .

2. Write amessage on themessage field.

3. Select Opt. > Send , to add a recipient. You can enter a phone number or add a recipient

by selecting Search to open Contacts .

4. Select OK .

Writing options

You can find di�erent options for writing amessage under Opt. when you are in themessage

field. You can, for example, insert symbols and savemessages.

To switch on predictive text, select Opt. > Dictionary .

Change your ringtone

1. Select Menu >� > Tone se�ings > Ringing tone .

2. If asked, select a SIM card.

3. Scroll to a ringtone and select OK .

Tip: Is your ringtone too loud or too silent? Select Ringing volume and scroll left or right.

Change yourmessage tone

1. Select Menu >� > Tone se�ings > Message alert tone .

2. If asked, select a SIM card.

3. Scroll to a tone and select OK .

CHANGE THE LOOKOF YOURHOMESCREEN

Choose a newwallpaper

1. Select Menu >� > Display se�ings > Wallpaper .

2. Select Default to choose from pre-definedwallpapers, or select Photos to choose a

wallpaper from the photos you have takenwith the camera.

3. Select the wallpaper, and then the option to position the wallpaper on the screen.

Show date and time

You can choose if you want to see date and time on the home screen of your phone.

If you want your phone to have time updated automatically, set

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PROFILES

Your phone has di�erent profiles for di�erent situations. You can edit the profiles to your

liking.

Personalize profiles

There are several profiles that you can use in di�erent situations. There is, for example, a

silent profile for when you cannot have sounds on, and an outdoor profile with loud tones.

You can personalize profiles further.

1. Select Menu >� > Profiles .

2. Select a profile and Personalise .

For each profile you can set a specific ringtone, ringtone volume, message sounds and so on.

Tip: You can add di�erent profiles to Go to menu for quick access.

SETTINGS FORGO TO

You can add quick links to di�erent applications and se�ings to Go to .

Edit Go to se�ings

On the bo�om left of the home screen, you have Go to , andwhen you select it, you can

quickly access di�erent applications and se�ings. You can change the applications and

se�ings to your liking.

1. Select Menu >� > Go to se�ings .

2. Select Select options .

3. Scroll to a shortcut youwant to add on the Go to list on the home screen and Mark them.

4. Select Done to exit the list, and Yes to save changes.

You can also reorganize your Go to list.

REMOVE PRIVATECONTENTFROMYOUR PHONE

If you buy a new phone, or otherwise want to dispose of or recycle your phone, here’s how

you can remove your personal info and content. Note that it is your responsibility to remove

all private content.

Remove content from your phone

When removing private content from your phone, pay a�ention to whether you are removing

content from the phonememory or the SIM card.

1. To removemessages, select Menu >� > Deletemessages . Select from the available

options themessages youwant to delete.

2. To remove contacts, select Menu >� > Delete , and select if you want to delete contacts

One by one or Delete all .

3. To remove your call info, select Menu >� > Delete recent call lists , and select All .

4. Check that all your personal content has been removed.

RESTORE FACTORYSETTINGS

You can restore factory se�ings in this se�ing. Be careful, however, since you lose all

personalization and all data you have added on the phone.

Reset your phone

If you are disposing your phone, note that you are responsible of removing all private content.

Select Menu >� > Restore factory set. . There is nomore confirmation, but the phone is

reset and all data is removed.

• If your phone asks for a PIN code, type in the o�icial emergency number for your present

location, and press the call key.

• Switch the call restrictions o� in your phone, such as call barring, fixed dialling, or closed

user group.

TAKECAREOF YOURDEVICE

Handle your device, ba�ery, charger and accessories with care. The following suggestions

help you keep your device operational.

• Keep the device dry. Precipitation,

humidity, and all types of liquids or

moisture can containminerals that

corrode electronic circuits.

• Do not use or store the device in dusty or

dirty areas.

• Do not store the device in high

temperatures. High temperaturesmay

damage the device or ba�ery.

• Do not store the device in cold

temperatures. When the device warms

to its normal temperature, moisture can

form inside the device and damage it.

• Do not open the device other than as

instructed in the user guide.

• Unauthorizedmodificationsmay damage

the device and violate regulations

governing radio devices.

• Do not drop, knock, or shake the device or

the ba�ery.

When your charger is not in use, unplug it. If left unused, a fully charged ba�ery will lose its

charge over time.

Always keep the ba�ery between 59°F and 77°F (15°C and 25°C) for optimal performance.

Extreme temperatures reduce the capacity and lifetime of the ba�ery. A device with a hot or

cold ba�erymay not work temporarily. Accidental short-circuiting can happenwhen ametallic

object touches themetal strips on the ba�ery. This may damage the ba�ery or the other

object.

Do not dispose of ba�eries in a fire as theymay explode. Obey local regulations. Recycle

when possible. Do not dispose as household waste.

Do not dismantle, cut, crush, bend, puncture, or otherwise damage the ba�ery in any way.

If a ba�ery leaks, do not let liquid touch skin or eyes. If this happens, immediately flush the

a�ected areas with water, or seekmedical help.

SAR tests are carried out with the device in standard operating positions, transmi�ing at its

highest certified power level, in all its frequency bands.

This devicemeets RF exposure guidelines when used against the head or when positioned

at least 5/8 inch (1.5 centimetres) away from the body. When a carry case, belt clip or other

form of device holder is used for body-worn operation, it should not containmetal and should

provide at least the above stated separation distance from the body.

To send data or messages, a good connection to the network is needed. Sendingmay be

delayed until such a connection is available. Follow the separation distance instructions until

the sending is finished.

During general use, the SAR values are usually well below the values stated above. This is

because, for purposes of system e�iciency and tominimize interference on the network,

the operating power of your mobile device is automatically decreasedwhen full power is not

needed for the call. The lower the power output, the lower the SAR value.

Devicemodels may have di�erent versions andmore than one value. Component and design

changesmay occur over time and some changes could a�ect SAR values.
