CONNECTION MODE

1. Charging/Wired Connection

Connect the cable to the Type-C port of the mouse, and connect the cable to the USB port of the

computer. The mouse is ready to use.

In 2.4G/wireless mode, plugging in the USB cable automatically switches the mouse to wired mode and

simultaneously charges the mouse.



2. 2.4G Connection

Switch the toggle to [2.4G]. Take out the USB dongle at the bottom of the mouse and insert it into the USB

port of the computer. The mouse is now ready for use.

Manual pairing dongle {The dongle is default paired): Press the [Left], [Middle], and [Right] buttons of the

mouse simultaneously for about 3 seconds. The indicator light flashes to enter the pairing status. Insert

the USB dongle into the USB port of the computer. The mouse is close to the USB dongle (within 20cm),

and the [Indicator light] will be off after a successful connection.

3. Wireless Connection

Switch the toggle to [B]. Press the [Left], [Middle], and [Right] buttons of the mouse simultaneously for about 3

seconds. The indicator light flashes to enter the search status. Search for the computer device with the pairing

name [MCHOSEA7)/ [MCHOSEA7PTO]/ [MCHOSEA7Max]. The indicator light will be off after the connection

is successful.

indicator Status

DPI Switch
Click the bottom of the mouse [DPI Switch] to cycle through the six DPI levels. DPI supports driver adjustment.



Note: A7 Ultra is a 3950 sensor with 42000 DPI in purple light.

Battery Status Indicator
When the [Indicator Light] flashes red please charge the mouse promptly.
