Current Wi-Fi network name and password. Or you will be prompted to create a new one.

Log in and prep your equipment.

If you’ve never logged into Midco My Account or created a password, go to Midco.com/MyAccount to reset your



password and log in.

1. Log in at Midco.com/MyAccount using your F Midco My Account login credentials to let us know you’re

installing new equipment.

2. Follow the activation instructions on the screen.

3. Leave your D current PoE adapter plugged into your power outlet as is, but you can unplug it from other

equipment.

4. To prevent performance issues, disconnect all other Wi-Fi equipment such as Wi-Fi extenders or routers.

5. This may take your Wi-Fi-powered devices offline.

Install your A pod(s)

1. Using your B Ethernet cable, connect your pod and D PoE adapter.

1. Is there a globe icon next to one of your pod’s Ethernet ports? Use that one. If you don’t have a globe

icon, use either port.

2. When connecting to your PoE adapter, be sure to plug it into the LAN Ethernet port.

3. If you received the optional C network switch to connect more devices directly to Ethernet, connect it to

the pod using the enclosed manufacturer instructions.

2. Grab your E smartphone. Go to settings and ensure your Bluetooth is turned on.

3. Go to the App Store or Google Play to download the Midco Wi-Fi app. Open the app.

4. Tap Sign in, and log in using your] F Midco My Account login credentials . Follow the app instructions to place

and set up equipment.

1. The Midco Wi-Fi app refers to your PoE adapter as a modem.

2. Keep your smartphone close to the pod, so the app can find it via Bluetooth.

3. Tapping the info icon next to each step provides detailed instructions.

4. Advanced setup is also available here, but not necessary for most users.

5. It’s possible your pod will need to update\ before it connects. (This can take up to 10 minutes.)

6. Your pods use lights to communicate. See our pod light legend on page 7.

5. Once prompted on-screen, enter your G Wi-Fi network name and password.

1. Recommended: It’s best to use your pre-existing Wi-Fi network name and password, so all devices will

easily switch to the new Wi-Fi network.

2. Alternatively, you can set up a completely new Wi-Fi network name and/or password – just know you’ll

need to update those devices’ Wi-Fi network credentials after installation.

6. If applicable, set up the remaining pod(s) in other rooms/floors at least 15-20 feet from the first pod.

1. Use the placement tips in the app, or go to Midco.com/WiFiSupport for help.

7. Once all pods are connected, tap Done adding Pods. Follow the prompts to select your app notification



settings.

8. The app will prompt you to join the new Wi-Fi network. Tap Join to go to your settings to complete the Wi-Fi

connection.

9. Continue through the remaining app setup, including naming pods for easier identification.

10. If you changed your Wi-Fi network name and password, manually connect additional devices to your new in-

home Wi-Fi (including MidcoTV®, if applicable).

1. If you had MidcoTV hardwired to your modem or router via an Ethernet cable, it now needs to connect to

either a pod, an Ethernet wall outlet or an Ethernet network switch.

Start enjoying Midco Wi-Fi!

Over the next 24 hours, the network will learn and self-optimize – custom to your home.

Useful tips and tricks

Wired Devices

Hardwired devices (such as a gaming console) can be connected directly via Ethernet to available pod ports. Or, if
the optional network switch is connected to your pod, connect additional hardwired devices directly to the switch.

Midco Wi-Fi Troubleshooting

If the app gets stuck during setup, follow these steps:

1. Close the Midco Wi-Fi app. Make sure that you close it in your recent apps rather than merely exiting the app.

2. Restart the Midco Wi-Fi app and begin setup again – using your Midco My Account to sign in.

If the “Still looking for internet connection to Midco pod…” screen pops up, it means that the Midco Wi-Fi app is
not detecting an internet signal. Here are useful tips to try:

1. Double-check your PoE adapter’s connection and reboot your PoE adapter by unplugging it from power for 30

seconds and plugging it back in.

2. Try to plug the pod into another outlet. The LED should turn on when plugging it in.

3. Be sure to turn on your device’s Bluetooth in your device settings.

1. The notification will automatically disappear once there’s a signal, and you can continue with your setup.

Pod Light Legend

No light: Normal operation.

Solid blue: Starting up.

Pulsing green: Searching for a connection.

Pulsing white: Searching for a cloud connection.

Blinking green: Update in progress.

Red light: Connection failure; needs replacement.
