Allow the software to display all devices connected to the computer via USB by clicking the Show All switch.
Select the COM address or drive letter of the equipment to be updated.

Select the name of the equipment from the drop-down box.

Select the firmware version to be installed onto the equipment.

Click the Update Firmware button.

Wait for the update to finish.
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Restart the equipment.
