Installation Instructions

Pre-Installation — Assemble the Power Cord

1. Take off the end-cap and remove the LED module.
2. Thread the power cord through the pre-installed cord holder as shown. (Figure 1)
3. Wiring must connect connectors with corresponding colors as shown. (Figure 2)

4. Connect power cord with holder nut and reattach the module and end-cap. (Figure 3)

Installation

« Securely screw the aircraft cables clockwise onto the top of the housing unit.
