4. When the UVC function is in use, only Zoom in/out, Near, Far, lamp, brightness, Flip, and Autofocus functions

are available on the panel and remote control.

2. After connecting the device to your computer, ensure the computer detects the camera. Install QCamera or use
any third-party camera software to view the camera.
