Prepare the Remote Control

The provided Remote Control allows the unit to be operated from a distance.

Replace the Remote Control Battery

1. Press and slide the back cover to open the battery compartment of the remote control.
2. Insert two AAA size batteries . Make sure the (+) and (—) ends of the batteries match the (+) and (—) ends
indicated in the battery compartment.

3. Close the battery compartment cover.



Placement and Mounting

Placement

1. If your TV is placed on a table, you can place the unit on the table directly in front of the N stand, centered with
the N screen.

2. If your N is attached to a wall, you can mount the unit on the wall directly below the N screen.

Precautions Concerning Batteries

» Be sure to insert the batteries with correct positive “e” and negative “e” polarities.

o Use batteries of the same type. Never use different types of batteries together.

« Either rechargeable or non-rechargeable batteries can be used. Refer to the precautions on their labels.

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Connections

Connect to OPTICAL Socket

« Remove the protective cap of the OPTICAL socket, then connect an OPTICAL cable to the N's OPTICAL OUT
socket and the OPTICAL socket on the unit.



Connect to AUX Socket

1. Use a 3.5mm-male male RCA cable to connect the TV’s audio output sockets (NO AUDIO IN) to the AUX
socket on the unit.
2. Use a 3.5mm to 3.5mm audio cable to connect the TV’s or external audio device AUX socket to the AUX socket

on the unit.
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Connect Power

Subwoofer
