ASSEMBLY

MOUNTING THE FEET

1. Turn the heater upside down and support it securely. Screw feet on to underside as shown in (fig.1).

2. Fasten each foot down with the self tapping screws provided.



OPERATION
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Place the heater in a suitable position in the area you require to heat.

Allow a minimum of 500mm between the heater and adjacent objects such as furniture etc.
Plug the heater into the mains supply.

Turn the thermostat knob (fig.2.C) to a high setting.

SELECTING THE HEAT OUTPUT

Choose the required heat output by selecting the appropriate switch which will light up when pressed.

« Low setting: (750W) Select switch ‘A’
« Medium setting: (1250W) Select switch ‘B’
« High setting: (2000W) Select both switches.
USING THE THERMOSTAT (fig.2.C)
Once the required room temperature has been achieved, turn the thermostat down slowly in the direction of the
min. setting until the heat output switch lights (mounted on the switches themselves) go out. The heater will
then keep the surrounding air at the set temperature by switching on and off at intervals. You may reset the
thermostat at any time.
To switch the unit off, turn the heat selecting switches off and unplug from the mains. Allow the unit to cool
before handling or storage.
