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Important safety instructions

Please, read these safety instructions and respect the following warnings before the appliance is operated:

Television sets with 43″size screens or more must be lifted and carried by at least two people.
This TV does not contain any parts which could be repaired by the user. In case of a fault, contact the manufacturer or the authorised service agent. Contact
with certain parts inside the TV might endanger your life. The guarantee does not extend to faults caused by repairs carried out by unauthorized third parties.
Do not remove the rear part of the appliance.
This appliance is designed for the receiving and reproduction of video
and sound signals. Any other use is strictly forbidden.
Do not expose the TV to dripping or splashing liquid.
To disconnect the TV from mains please unplug the mains plug from the
mains socket. · If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer, a service agent or similarly qualified persons in order to avoid a
hazard.
The suggested distance to watch HD TV is approximately three times longer than the screen diagonal size. Reflections on the screen from other light
sources can make the quality of the picture worse.
Ensure the TV has sufficient ventilation and is not close to other appliances and other pieces of furniture.
Install the product at least 5 cm from the wall for ventilation.
Ensure that the ventilation openings are clear of items such as newspapers, table-cloths, curtains, etc.
The TV set is designed to be used in a moderate climate.
The TV set is designed exclusively for operation in a dry place. When using the TV outside, please, make sure it is protected against moisture (rain,
splashing water). Never expose to moisture.
Do not place any objects, containers filled with liquids, such as vases, etc. on the TV. These containers might get pushed over, which would endanger
electric safety. Place the TV exclusively on flat and stable surfaces. Do not place any objects such as newspaper or blankets, etc. on or under the TV.

For this type of installation you will need a fastening cord A) Using one/both of the top wall-mounting holes and screws (the screws are already supplied in
the wall mounting holes) fasten one end of the fastening chord/s to the TV. B) Secure the other end of the fastening chord/s to your wall.
The software on your TV and the OSD layout can be changed without notice.
Note: In case of electrostatic discharge (ESD) the apparatus may show incorrect function. In such case, switch the TV off and back on. The TV will work
normally.

When turning off the set, use the standby button on the remote control. By long pressing of this button, TV will turn off and enter the energy saving standby
mode to meet the eco-design requirements. This mode is default one.

Attaching the Stand

Wall mounting the TV

1. Remove the four screws that are supplied in the wall mounting holes.
2. The wall mount can now be easily attached to the mounting holes on the rear of the TV.
3. Install the wall mounting bracket to the television as advised by the bracket manufacturer.

When attaching wall mount brackets on 50″ model, instead of screws provided in TV wall mounting holes, we recommend the use of longer screws and spacers
included in the accessory pack. Please put spacers into TV wall mounting holes, located on the back of the TV, then put wall brackets onto them. Attach brackets
and spacers to TV using longer screws as shown below:

1. TV
2. SPACER
3. SCREW

Getting started – initial set up

1. Using the RF cable, connect the TV to the TV Aerial wall socket.
2. For connecting to the Internet with a wired connection connect a Cat 5/Ethernet cable (not included) from the TV to your broadband modem/router.
3. Insert the batteries supplied into the Remote control.
4. Connect the power cable to the Electrical outlet.
5. Then press Standby button to power on TV.
6. After turning the TV on, you will be welcomed by the First Time Installation menu.
7. Please select language for TV menu.
8. Please set desired settings in remaining screens of First installation menu.

TV Control Stick*

TV control stick is located on the lower left corner of back side of the TV.

RIGHT/LEFT – volume up/volume down
UP/DOWN – changes channel up/down
short press – Displays Menu

Choosing Mode Input/Source

To switch between the diff erent input/connections.

a) Using the buttons on the remote control:

1. Press [SOURCE/  ] – The source menu will appear.
2. Press [▲] or [▼] to select the input you require.
3. Press [OK].

b1) Using the buttons* on the Television:

1. Press [SOURCE].
2. Scroll up/down using CH+ / CH- buttons to the input/source you require.
3. Press [VOL+] to change input/source to the one selected.

b2) Using the TV control stick*:

1. Shortly press control stick to enter menu.
2. Press control stick down and navigate cursor to SOURCES menu.
3. Shortly press control stick to enter SOURCES menu.
4. With control stick choose the input/source you require.
5. By short press of control stick, you will change input/source to the one selected.
