External power supply

The device is powered by an external power supply. Before connecting the external power supply, ensure that the
input voltage (AC outlet) matches the voltage rating of the device and that the AC outlet is protected by a residual
current circuit breaker. Failure to do so could result in damage to the device and possibly the user. Unplug the
external power supply before electrical storms occur and when the device is unused for long periods of time to
reduce the risk of electric shock or fire.

Starting up

Unpack and check carefully there is no transportation damage before using the unit. Keep the equipment
packaging. To fully protect the product against vibration, dust, and moisture during transportation or storage use
the original packaging or your own packaging material suitable for transport or storage, respectively.

Create all connections while the device is off. Use the shortest possible high-quality cables for all connections.
Take care when running the cables to prevent tripping hazards. Power supply

You can use either a 9-V battery or the 9-V connector for an external power supply. Before connecting check for
correct polarity.

Changing the battery

To insert or change the battery, switch off the device first and disconnect the power adapter from the device.
Loosen the screws located at the four edges of the base plate. Do not loosen the three screws in the middle of the
base plate. Carefully remove the base plate. Take care not to damage the cables. Change the battery. Remount
the base plate without squeezing the cables. Insert and tighten the screws.

ﬂ' When a battery is inserted, a 9-V external power adapter must not be connected!

Possible data transmission errors

For error-free operation make use of dedicated DMX cables and do not use ordinary microphone cables.
Never connect the DMX input or output to audio devices such as mixers or amplifiers.



Connections in DMX mode

Connect the DMX input of the device to the DMX output of a DMX controller or another DMX device. Connect the
output of the first DMX device to the input of the second one, and so on to form a daisy chain. Always ensure that
the output of the last DMX device in the daisy chain is terminated with a resistor (110 Q, 4 W).
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1. [POWER]
Power indicator.
2. [MASTER]
Master fader.
The master fader controls all channels simultaneously.
3. [11...[12]
Channel faders 1 through 12.
The channel faders allow up to twelve DMX channels to be controlled individually. In the device software,
assign each connected DMX device a channel in accordance with its position in the daisy chain: first device = 1

Plug and connection assignment

Introduction

This chapter will help you select the right cables and plugs to connect your valuable equipment so that a perfect
light experience is guaranteed. Please take our tips, because especially in ‘Sound & Light’ caution is indicated:
Even if a plug fits into a socket, the result of an incorrect connection may be a destroyed DMX controller, a short
circuit or ‘just’ a not working light show!

DMX connections

The unit offers a 3-pin XLR socket for DMX output and a 3-pin XLR plug for DMX input. Please refer to the
drawing and table below for the pin assignment of a suitable XLR plug.

1 Ground, shielding

2 Signal inverted (DMX-, ‘cold signal’)
3 Signal (DMX+, ‘hot signal’)
