Intended use

This device is designed to distribute supply voltage to connected devices and illuminate a rack.

Use the device only as described in this user manual. Any other use or use under other operating conditions is
considered to be improper and may result in personal injury or property damage. No liability will be assumed for
damage resulting from improper use.

This device may be used only by persons with sufficient physical, sensory, and intellectual abilities and having
corresponding knowledge and experience. Other persons may use this device only if they are supervised or
instructed by a person who is responsible for their safety.

Safety

A DANGER!

Risk of injury and choking hazard for children!

Children can suffocate on packaging material and small parts. Children can injure themselves when handling the
device. Never allow children to play with the packaging material and the device. Always store packaging material
out of the reach of babies and small children. Always dispose of packaging material properly when it is not in use.
Never allow children to use the device without supervision. Keep small parts away from children and make sure
that the device does not shed any small parts (such knobs) that children could play with.

Avoid
operating it in environments with direct sunlight, heavy dirt and strong vibrations. Avoid operating it in
environments with strong temperature fluctuations. If temperature fluctuations cannot be avoided (for example
after transport in low outside temperatures), do not switch on the device immediately. Never subject the device to
liquids or moisture. Never move the device to another location while it is in operation. In environments with
increased dirt levels (for example due to dust, smoke, nicotine or mist): Have the device cleaned by qualified
specialists at regular intervals to prevent damage due to overheating and other malfunctions.

e NOTICE!

Damage to the device due to high voltages!

The device can be damaged if it is operated with the incorrect voltage or if high voltage peaks occur. In the worst
case, excess voltages can also cause a risk of injury and fires. Make sure that the voltage specification on the
device matches the local power grid before plugging in the device. Only operate the device from professionally
installed mains sockets that are protected by a residual current circuit breaker (FI). As a precaution, disconnect
the device from the power grid when storms are approaching or it the device will not be used for a longer period.

Installation

Unpack and check carefully there is no transportation damage before using the unit. Keep the equipment
packaging. To fully protect the product against vibration, dust and moisture during transportation or storage use
the original packaging or your own packaging material suitable for transport or storage, respectively.

Create all connections while the device is off. Use the shortest possible high-quality cables for all connections.
Take care when running the cables to prevent tripping hazards.



Rack mounting

The unit has been designed for rack mounting in a standard 19-inch rack; it occupies one rack unit.

Connections and operating elements

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1 [LIGHTS] | Rack illumination switch
2 [DIMMER] | Stepless dimmer control for rack illumination
3,5 Extensible rack lights. Pull out the rack light and adjust the light beam as desired.
4 Indicates the currently available mains voltage in a range of 190 V...250 V
6 [PROTECTION] | Resettable fuse for the power supply outlets on the back
7 [POWER OUTLET] | On/off switch for the power supply outlets on the back
8 Mains connection
9 IEC chassis sockets to supply up to eight devices

Maintenance

Replacing the lamp

A DANGER!

Risk of death from electrical current!
The device contains parts where high voltage is present.

Disconnect the device completely from the power supply before opening or removing covers. Do not reconnect

the unit until the covers are fully refitted and tightly closed.

Do not use the device if covers, safety equipment or optical components are missing or damaged.

WARNING!
Risk of burns on the hot lamp!

The lamp gets hot during operation and can cause burns if it comes into contact with skin.

Do not touch the lamp during and shortly thereafter.

Prior to changing a lamp, let the respective lamp cool down sufficiently.

Procedure




Make sure that the device is turned off, disconnected from the mains and completely cooled down.
Pull out the faulty rack light (3, 5). Unscrew the cap from the end of the rack light.
Replace the lamp.

Screw the cap back onto the end of the rack light.
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Reconnect the device to the mains.
