sensors or more to the hub.

For Motion Sensor:

Choose where you’d like to install the sensor (but don’t attach it yet). Place the magnet near the edge of

the door or window that moves.

Align the magnet and sensor with no more than 0.59 inches (15 mm) between them when the door or

window is closed.

Mount Your Sensor

For Contact Sensor

1. Stick the included adhesives on the sensor and magnet. 

* The installation height should not be higher than 6.56 ft (2 m).

2. Choose where you’d like to install the sensor (but don’t attach it yet). Place the magnet near the edge of the

door or window that moves.

Note:

Leave at least 0.39 inches (10 mm) of space so you can open the battery compartment.

3. Align the magnet and sensor with no more than 0.59 inches (15 mm) between them when the door or window is

closed.

Peel the backing from the adhesive and press the sensor and magnet into  place.

For Motion Sensor



1. Option 1: Magnetically attach to metallic objects

2. Option 2: Stick to a clean wall with included adhesive

3. Option 3: Place it on a shelf or table

How to replace the battery

For Contact Sensor (Battery type: CR2032)

1. Remove the cover of your sensor.

2. Use a screwdriver to open the battery cover.

For Motion Sensor (Battery type: CR2450)

1. Option 1: With a Shim

2. Option 2: By Hand

How to reset your sensor



After removing the cover, use a pin to press and hold the Reset button for 5 seconds until the front LED starts
blinking.
