® Short press the power button to power on and long press
(~2 seconds) to power off. The device starts at intensity level 3.
 \When powered on, the device’s intensity can be changed by short
pressing either the downshift or upshift/power button. The vibration
intensity ranges from 1-5, with 5 being the strongest option available.

Operation

[ Charging and usage time 1

® Fully charge the device before first use.
When the device is out of battery, the charging indicator will flash a
red light three times.

© To charge, place the device horizontally (with the buttons facing
down) on the charging stand, connect the charging cable and wall
adapter, and plug the adapter into a household electrical outlet.

© While charging, the charging indicator will flash a red light.

© When the battery is fully charged, the charging indicator will remain
red.

® Afull charge takes about 3 hours and allows the device to run for

up to 200 times(~1 minutes per time).
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[ Preparation before use 1
® Prepare your desired facial cleanser.
® Rinse the device with water.
® Remove any makeup as per your regular routine.

[ 01 Apply cleanser 1
Apply the desired facial cleanser onto your
face, power on the device, and select the
preferred vibration intensity.

[ 02 Cleansing 1
15 seconds on each cheek — go from the
bottom up;
15 seconds on the forehead - swipe from
the middle to either side;
15 seconds on nose and around eyes — go
up and down the sides of the nose; lower
the intensity when going around the eyes

[ 03 Power of 1
After cleansing, long press the power button
to power off the device.

[ 04 Rinse 1
Rinse with water and dry your face. Apply a
toner or essence after cleansing.
% The device is set to automatically power
off after 5 minutes of continuous usage.

Maintenance

® Power off the device before cleaning.

® Protect the device from moisture and keep it away from the
dishwasher or microwave oven.

© Do not use water above 104°F or sharp, corrosive, or volatile
thinning cleaners.

e Rinse the device directly with clean water. Allow it to air dry or
wipe it off with a soft, dry cloth. The charging port should not
be exposed to water.

© Do not use the device with excessive force to prevent damaging
the massage head.

* To maintain device health, fully charge the battery at least every
2-3 months, even when it is placed in storage.
