SELLER’S SOLE OBLIGATION AND YOUR EXCLUSIVE REMEDY under this Limited Warranty and, to
the extent permitted by law, any warranty or condition implied by law, shall be the repair or replacement
of parts, without charge, which are defective in material or workmanship and which have not been
misused, carelessly handled, or misrepaired by persons other than Seller or Authorized Service Center.
To make a claim under this Limited Warranty, you must make sure to keep a copy of your proof of
purchase that clearly defines the Date of Purchase (month and year) and the Place of Purchase. Place of
purchase must be a direct vendor of Great Lakes Technologies, LLC.
